The Marantz 500 was a monster amplifier of the early seventies and one of the last 
equipment designed and built by the early group in Sun Valley, CA, USA. The panel 
was brushed, gold anodized and black enamel. The VU meters were blue. 
 
Its specifications were quite exceptional, with over than 250 Watts RMS per channel 
into 8 ohm loads and 20 Hz to 20 KHz bandwidth. The total harmonic distorsion was 
under 0.05%, the power bandwidth 5Hz to 45KHz at 0.1% THD, the damping factor 
greater than 400, the hum and noise better than 106 dB below 250 W. 
 
The power supply included a 2.2 KW tranformer and computer grade electrolytic 
capacitors capable of storing energy in excess of 280 joules. A delay circuit for 
limiting to 50A the AC inrush current was operated at power-on.

The 3300 Stereo Control Console, usually found in conjunction with either Model 
250 or Model 500 stereo power amplifiers, was intended to handle both input signals 
to the power amplifier and outputs, from the power amplifier to two speaker systems 
or phones.  
 
In input the 3300 accepted two record players, one tuner and two auxiliary hi-level 
devices. Connectors for two tape decks were provided, as well as the output jack for 
driving a center channel amplifier. 
 








ADC XLM and XLMII Dynamic Cartridges 
 
 
 


 
 
 
ADC XLM and Super XLM were top performances magnetic cartridges built from 
the late sixties to the early seventies by Audio Dynamic Corporation.  
 
XLM was equipped with elliptical stylus and was specified for a frequency response 
from 15Hz to 20KHz within plus or minus 1.5dB.  
 
The quadraphonic Super XLM was equipped with a Shibata hyperelliptical stylus and 
its frequency response ranged from 15Hz to 50KHz.  
 
Both operated with a tracking force from 0.75 to 1.5g 
 
ADC built two series of this cartridge, the XLM proper, in production up to 1971, 
and the XLM MK II, since early 1972. By the way, XLM stayed for eXtremely Low 
Mass.

Supravox was a well known manufacturer of loudspeakers in Paris. No info can be 
found about productions of other sets. The model Gamma phonograph in the above 
photo could be dated around the mid sixties. Its look and its components talk of a 
good quality set.

As it was before with 
the 598N, this was the best turntable then available for domestic use. It was offered as 
a complete playback system, including the 990 tone arm and a 4000DIII magnetic 
cartridge. All were characterized for top performances. 
 
The turntable was specified for rumble below - 90 dB RRLL, wow and flutter under 
0.01%. The 990 tone arm was specified for a mere 6 Hz fundamental resonance and a 
tracking error under ± 0.650º. Tracking force down to 0.5 g was possible when using 
high compliance cartridges. The 4000DIII cartridge was rated for operation with 
tracking force under 1 g.

The electronic was completely revised and 
configurable, using small PCB plug-in modules. 
 
The base model was offered with the choice of several options. The speed could be 
selectable 9.5/19 cm/s or 19/38 cm/s, 2 or 4 tracks. The output power amplifiers were 
offered as options and even a version with built in monitor speakers was available.
